Inside of Earth is a molten iron core that rotates
quickly, causing it to act as a large magnet. This
creates a magnetic field around Earth called the

magnetosphere, with a North and South pole. When

Solar Winds, most of them are deflected by the
magnetic field around Earth.n areas that the
magnetic field is weakest, at the North and South

Poles, some particles can make it through the field.
