It's on its way. It will come right on time.”

“3 For the vision is yet for an appointed time;But at the end it will speak, and it will not
lie.Though it tarries, wait for it;Because it will surely come,lt will not tarry.

4 "Behold the proud,His soul is not upright in him;But the just shall live by his faith.”

1.Focusing on long term goals keeps you from being frustrated by short term needs, delays and
failures!

2.Vision without promise is like seeing without evidence... Faith is the evidence of things not
seen.

3.A sustainable vision is one that desires what God desires and sees what God sees.

4.A God given vision is not subject to prevailing circumstances BUT to its prevailing Grace,
