A Demonstration by John Boyne-Aitken		

Walsgrave Baptist Church 10am to 4pm approx.	
Saturday May 4th., 2019.	
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Using an Arbortec and wearing a full face 
visor (be very careful this process is danger- 
ous) Stan cut two of open binds then drilled 
out more of the Centre until it was the re- 
quired thickness and smoothed out.		
This was sanded out.		
Then  Stan  cut  open  the  remaining  binds 
wearing the full-face mask again for protec- 
tion.		
Stan then used the guide lines as the centre 
for each bind and cleaned up the binds using 
a Proxom long neck mini grinder (still taking 
great care and wearing full mask)		

He then used a rasp or Dremil with flexible drive 
to smooth out edges of the bind.		
Once smoothed all binds he sanded them and 
smoothed them until he had the required shape 
and smoothness.		
To finish off he sanded using 120 grit and reduc- 
ing this to get the smoother finish as required.		
Stan shaped the bottom, being careful not to cut 
where the binds are and finally cut a bead and 
removed from the lathe.

both of them have a natural ability to con- 
vey their thoughts and demonstrate and 
will be producing some thought-provoking 
work.	
During breaks, when the main stage isn't in 
use, there will be other demonstrations and 
displays going on around the hall and of	
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course a chance to chat with the other turners there.	
	

And it wouldn't be a birthday celebration without some sort of party, and 
that's on Saturday evening. There's no loud music and definitely no dance 
floor; instead there's a professionally catered barbecue, a pleasant social 
evening to mix with old friends and make some new ones too.
