SURFACE PREPARATION

All surfaces are to be clean, dry, free of dust, grease, oil, dirt
& old paint. Should the previous coatings be weak, it is
recommended to remove & start at fresh. Apply to clean, dry
& fully cured surfaces or a surface primed with Etch Primer or
Bithane MS Primer. Refer to the relevant data sheet for over
coating information. Primed surfaces should be sanded using
600 grit water paper, washed & dried prior to application of
AIR DRYING ENAMEL.

APPLICATION

Stir contents thoroughly with a flat paddle. Dilute to a
viscosity of 17 — 18 seconds (Ford 4 cup). A minimum of 2
coats is required after a mist coat, which should be allowed to
dry for 30 minutes.

Nozzle pressure: 125 — 150 bar
Nozzle orifice:  0.015”

Airless spray:

Conventional spray: Gravity feed air pressure: 4 bar

Nozzle orifice: 1.3—-1.4 mm

ENVIRONMENT

For best performance, confine application to the following:

Surface temperature: Min. 15°C Max. 28°C

Ambient temperature: Min. 15°C Max. 28°C

Relative humidity: Min.0% Max.75%

Or at least 3°C above Dew point

Do not leave the container open, as a skin quickly forms on
the surface of the paint.

LIMITATIONS

At no time should AIR DRYING ENAMEL be applied
outdoors in inclement weather or before 9am & after 3pm in
winter. Do not overcoat with Nitrocellulose finish. Do not
use over waterbased primer of uncured 2K paints.

SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

Always wear safety equipment when working with AIR
DRYING ENAMELS. e.g. gloves, mask, overall & glasses.
Avoid ingestion & contact with eyes. If ingested, seek
medical attention. If paint contact is made with eyes, rinse
out well with water & seek medical attention. Do not smoke
when painting. Ensure good ventilation during painting &
dyring.
