A styrene/acrylic co-polymer based paint, for interior/exterior. 
RDP Acrylic is a primer & finishing coat all in one 
 
PRODUCT FEATURES 
Specially formulated to give excellent adhesion & opacity,  
which when liberally applied, will cover in 1 coat.  RDP Acrylic, 
when correctly applied, will display excellent water repelling 
properties.

Colour consistency is guaranteed per batch.  To ensure colour 
consistency, do touch ups with the same batch.  Slight colour 
differences can occur from batch to batch. 
 
SURFACE PREPARATION 
Always ensure the substrate is clean, dry and free of  
contaminants e.g. oil, grease, wax, dirt, etc. prior to  
application of RDP Acrylic. On very absorbent surfaces it is  
recommended to apply a first coat of Acrylic Sealer. Flaking  
paint is to be removed. The surface is then to be sanded or  
wire brushed, prior to application of RDP Acrylic.  
 
APPLICATION 
Use as supplied. Should dilution be required, use Acrylic  
Sealer only. Dilution with Acrylic Sealer will increase the  
binding power (washability), but will decrease the opacity  
(hiding power) of the paint.  1 Coat is normally all that is  
required, should a second coat be required, refer to over  
coating times. 
 
Airless spray:  Not recommended 
 
Conventional spray:  Not recommended 
 
Brush and Roller:  Suitable as supplied 
 

Clean up:  Do not allow to dry on or in 
equipment, wash immediately with 
water 

 
ENVIRONMENT 
At no time should paint be applied outdoors in inclement 
weather or before 9 am and after 2 pm in winter. Do not 
leave container open as a skin forms on the surface of the 
paint. It is recommended that application be confined to the 
following: 
 
Surface temperature: Min. 15°C   Max. 40°C 
Ambient temperature:  Min. 15°C   Max. 40°C 
Relative humidity:  Min.0%       Max.85% 
Or at least 3°C above Dew point

STORAGE AND HANDLING 
Store in a cool dry area, away from heat, direct sunlight and 
severe cold. 
Shelf life: 1 year in original sealed containers. 
 
LIMITATIONS 
Sustained cold conditions can result in paint failure. 
Avoid painting on wet substrates and in wet conditions. 
 
SAFETY PRECAUTIONS 
No known problems resulting from contact with skin, 
however, remove as soon as possible with soap and water. 
Avoid ingestion and contact with eyes. If ingested, seek 
medical attention. Do not induce vomiting. If paint contact is 
made with eyes, rinse eyes well with water and seek medical 
attention. Do not smoke when painting. Ensure good 
ventilation during painting and drying.
