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CONDITIONS OF ENTRY
1.	 A non refundable entry fee of $10/hd to 

be paid to Rockwell Livestock (See Entry 
Form for details), along with an entry 
form emailed to tony@rockwell.net.au 
is required to confirm your entry. Once 
the allocated number of cattle have been 
sourced no further entries will be accepted.

2.	 All cattle to be vendor bred. Maximum 2 
pens of 3 per vendor over both classes.

3.	 All entries must be recognised beef breeds 
or their crosses, de-horned effectively.

4.	 There is a 5kg tolerance on each individual 
weight as long as the average weight of 
each pen is within the weight spec. Thus 
225kg min, 325kg max weight. Cattle 
outside these weights will be rejected.

5.	 Hormonal Growth Promotants – No cattle 
entered are permitted to be treated with 
any HGPs.

6.	 All cattle need an ear tag with the property 
of origin on tag.
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7.	 Cattle to be delivered on Wednesday 19 June 2019 by 4pm or up to one week prior by 
arrangement.

8.	 A national vendor declaration must accompany the cattle to Alexander Downs. Consign to 
Alexander Downs, MERRIWA, NSW, 2329.

9.	 Cattle will be purchased on a c/kg liveweight basis upon delivery to Alexander Downs, 
weighed on 20 June, 2019. Cattle to be on a wet curfew overnight prior to being weighed.

10.	 Prices to be determined and publicized the week prior to entry.
11.	 Settlement 10 days from entry by Alexander Downs.
12.	 The committee reserves the right to ballot entries in any class and alter class entries where 

necessary.
13.	 The Committee reserves the right to reject any beast, if that beast is deemed to be below fair 

average quality.
14.	 Any deaths that occur during the feeding trial will result in that pen being ineligible.
15.	 The Judge’s decision shall be final.
16.	 Champion and Reserve Champion beasts will be drawn from single or multiple pens.
17.	 Presentation of Live cattle will be held on Saturday of the show at 12 noon.
18.	 Subject to the number of entries, the committee reserves the right to restrict the number of
