paper. Or old magazines can be a good colour paper source. Particularly

useful for eyes - as magazine papers are often glossy.

Take a photograph of your pet

Decide how to crop in and plan the colours
you want to use. Use your artistic initiative
and make changes to your photograph if
you want. Colouring in to the photograph
helps you to see clearly where you are

going.

Draw a rough outline of your pet on to the
board. This is only a guide and therefore
you only need a loose drawing to see
where everything goes
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Find suitable coloured paper. Next cut or
tear them into small pieces.

Start pasting cut papers following your
guide and photograph. You can start
anywhere since you have a guide.

Continue until all the background is
covered and your picture is finished!
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
