The Chairman summed up the meeting by reporting his satisfaction over
matters achieved during the year, the installation of the pump uplifted from The
Lodge, the relocation of the letter box, the footpaths respect scheme, the
representations made by him, Clir Sudbury and the Clerk on the difficult issues
concerning community Interest Levy, the prospects of the newly formed Media
Committee, the onward development of the Neighbourhood Plan and the
registration of The White Lion PH as a community asset. He thanked all the
Parish Councillors for their support and help given to him during the year
together with that of the Clerk (who he described as his right-hand man).
