Now that all of the Jobchange sites have opened we have to remain safe at

all times, we constantly follow the Government updates and guidelines at all

times. All sites have a good one way system with 2 metre markings on floors

and desk spaces. Staff are behind protective screens and have masks and

face shields.  All visitors are given masks to wear if they haven't got their own,  

there are time restrictions on all courses allowing customers to move around

the building in a safe manner.  Our courses have designated seating

arrangements and we have learner access courses through Google Meet.

From Monday 12th October Jobchange Wolverhampton will be entering a new phase of working on

split shifts, this will allow longer opening hours ensuring more of our communities can reach the

services they need. Wolverhampton will be open from 8am in the morning, close at 12:45 until

1:30pm  the doors will be locked to all staff and customers for a deep clean and will re-open at

1:30until 6:15pm daily. The same phase will be repeated in Walsall on 19th October they will open at

8am in the morning close at 12:45pm, re-open at 1:30pm until 6:15pm.
