It is said 10 greatly re

semble the water of Harrogatc, in Yorkshire,

IGAN, a market town, borough and parish, in

the hundred of West Derby, in the deanery of War

rington, and archdeaconry of Chester, is pleasantly

situated neav the scarce of the river Douglas, aud is

199 miles from London, 18 w.

The right of the borough to send members to par
