Under the provisions of the ‘“ Loeal Government Ack, 1888,”
the town is declared a ‘“county borough* for certain purposes
of the Act : '

The town fis- lighted with gas from works in Darlington
street; the electric lighting and electric tramway works were
opened in 1901, The -waterworks, 'at Arley, have reservoirs
holding 126,000,000 gallons, those at Worthington have a
capacity of 105,000,000 gallons, and the Adlington reservoirs
of 10,000,000 gallons; all the works belong to the Corporation.

The parish church-of All Saints is an edifice of stone in the
Late Perpendicular style, restored ebout 1630 and again in 1847,
‘and consisting of chancel with nisles and two chapels to the
Gerard and Lindsay families, nave, aisles, ‘south porch and a tower
at the east end of the north aisle containing 8 bells: in the
Lindsay chapel are mural monuments to Alexander, 6th earl of
Balcarres and 23rd earl of Crawford, d. 27 March, 1825, and
Elizabeth (Dalrymple), his wife, d. 10 Augist, 1816; and to
Maria Margaret Frances, daughter of John, Lord Muncaster, and
wife of James, 24th earl of Crawford and Balcarres, d. 16
November, 1850: in the Lindsay or Bradsheigh chapel is an
altar tomb with recumbent effigies in stone to Sir William
Bradshaigh kt. and Dame Mabel, his wife: in the corresponding
chapel on the north side is a monument to Dr. George Hall,
bishop of Chester 1662-8 and previously rector of Wigan, who
resided here occasionally and was accidentally killed by falling
on a knife while walking in his garden at Wigan: there is also
e brass to the Rev. Albert Harry Hodd, curate of All Saints
(1871) : the stained window at the east. end of the Lindsay or
Bradshaigh chapel was presented by Lady Marian Lindsay
and Lady Jane Lvelyn Lindsay in memory of their father,
Alexander William, 26th earl of Crawford and B8th of Bal-
carres, who died 13th Dec. 1880. Dr. John Wilkins, bishop
of Chester 1668-72, who succeeded Bishop Hall, was also
rector here, and three subsequent rectors held the benefice
in commendam with the same see. In 1901 the organ ‘was
rebuilt at a cosb of £1,150, when two new stops were pre-
sented abt a cost of £110. The church underwent further
restoration subsequent to 1873, at a cost of £1,200, und now
offords 950 sittings. The register dates from the year 1580.
The living is a rectory, net yearly value £1,600, with resi-
dence, in the gift of the Tarl of Bradford, and held since
1896 by the Rev. Roland George Matthew M.A, of Wadham
College, Oxford, rural dean of Wigan and surrogate.

The following are ecclesiastical parishes;—

St. Andrew’s was formed March 28, 1871, out of Wigsu All
Baints: the church, erected from plans by ¥. W. Hunt esq. of
London, at & cost of £5,631, and consecrated in 1882, is a build-
ing of brick in a modified Rarly BEnglish style, consisting of
chancel with richly carved oak stall work, reredos with paintings
ete. divided from the nave by a high screen, nave, aisles, vestries
and a turret at the north-west angle of the nave, containing
one bell: there are 500 sittings. The register dates from the
year 1870, The living is o vicarage, yearly value £224, with
residence, in the gift of the rector of Wigan, and held since
1878 by the Rev. William Arthur Wickham. '

St, Catherine’s parish was formed August, 1843, out of Ail
Saints: the church, on an elevated positioh at the top of Birkett
Bank, near the township of Ince, and erected in 1841, is'an
edifice of stone, consisting of chancel, nuve, aisles, north and
south porches and o western tower with & lofty spire .and
pinnacles,  containing one bell: a brass eagie-lectern was given
in 1893 by Mr. A, H. Barlow, of Wigan, in memory of his
brother: the church has been restored since 1873, ab a cost of
£1,780, and affords 1,400 sittings, 400 being free. The register
dates from the year 1841. The living s a vicarage, net yearly
value £362, with residence, in the gift of the rector of Wigan,
and held since 1903 by the Rev. Kdmund Charles Poulter,
who is also surrogate. .

8t. George’s was formed August 1, 1843, out of All Sainta:
the church, erected in 1781, is & plain edifice of brick, con-
sisting of chancel, nave, aisles and an embattled ‘western tower
with pinnucles, containing one bell; the stained east window was
presented by Mrs. Burland, of Standishgate, in memory of her
mother, who died in 1867: there are 670 sitbings, 20 heing free.
The register dates from about the year 1817. The living is a
vicarage, net yearly value £400, including glebe, vicarage and
mines, in the gift of the rector of Wigan, and held since 1863 by
ghe Rev. Philip Fr:osl;d John .‘Birél Hains, of St. Aidans and Trinity

ollege, Dublin, and surrogate.

St.gJames’s ps',rish was formed May 1, 1863, out of Pemberton
and 8t George’s and St Thomas’s, Wigan: the church, in
Poolstock, is & building of stone in the Transition style, erected
in 1866 at the sole cost of Nathaniel Eckersley esq. and consists
of chancel, nave, transepts, eisles, south porch and s western
tower with pinnacles contnining 8 bells: the chancel was decor-
ated and o stone reredos erected in 1877 ab a cost of £2,000:
there are 700 sittings. The register dates from the year 1866.
The living: is a viearage, et yearly value £400, with resi-
dence, in the gift of J. O. Eckersley esq, and held since 1902
by the Rev. Fronols Sardeson M.A. of Ohrist’s College, Cam-
bridge, who resides at Worsley Mesnes, Pemberton. .-

The parish of St. Michael and All Angels was formed April
b, 1881, out of All Saints: the church, erected in 1878, at a
cost of £11,463, is & stone building in the Decorated style,
consisting of chancel, nave, aisles and a stone turreb over the
chancel arch containing 2 bells: the stained east window was
presented by the late Richard Charles Snape esq.: there are
600 sittings. The register dates from the year ‘.}878. The living
i3 a vioarage, neb yearly value £360, in the gift of the reotor
of Wigan, and held sinc«;flsfgi by the Rev. Hugh Francis Lloyd
M. A, of Keble College, Oxford.

St. Thomas’ pmegh’waa formed Tebruary 24, 1862, out of
All Saints: the church, in Caroline street, Wallgate, is a stone

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building in the Gothic style, and consists of nave, aisles, south
porch and a tower abt the south-enst engle with spire and con-
taining one bell: the north aisle, tower and spire were added in
the year 1851, at the cost of H. L. Gaskell esq.: there is a
tableb in memory of the late vicar, the Rev. James Cronshaw
and one in memory of the late John Tickle: the church affords
834 sittings, of which 360 are free. The register dates from
the year 1851. 'The living is a vicarage, net yearly value £361,
in the gift of the rector of Wigan, and held since 1890 by the
Rev. Richard Tebbs;, of St Aidans, and surrogate.

'Wigan is in the Qatholic diocese of Liverpool, .

There are five Catholic churches: St, John's, Standishgats,
erected in 1819; St. Joseph’s, Coroline street, 1872; St. Mary’s,
Standishgdte, 1818; St Patrick’s, Scholes, 1880 and the church
of the Sacred Meart, Stratford street, Springfields, 1904: there
are also Baptist, Oatholic Apostolio, Christian Brethren, Con-
gregationalist,” Independent Methodist, Iree Methodist, New
Jerusalem Church, English and Welsh Presbyterian, Primitive
Methodist and Wesleyan chapels. There is a house of the
Jesuit order, and in Standishgate iz the convent of Notre
Dame, built in 1854, and rebuilt in 1894, and comprising a high
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school for girls and e college for pupil teachers.

86, Paul’s Congregational Church, erected in 1902 on the
gite of the old one, founded in 1785; it is a building of stone
in the Early English- Gothic style, erected at & cost of £5,750
from designs by Mr, Fred W. Dixon, architect, of Manchester,
and will seat 850 persons; it has a spire 86 feet high.

The cemetery at Ince, consisting of 18 acres, was formed in
1856, at a cost of £13,320; it has three mortuary chapels and is
under the control of a burlal board of nine members,

The Public Hall, formerly the Mechanics’ Institute, and erected
in 18562, is now the groperty of Messrs, Roger and Rennick,
and has been converted into publishing offices for the ** Wigan
Examiner.” i ' '

The Borough Courts, erected in King street in 1866, at the
cost of aboub £20,000, form a handsome structure of brick, with
stone facings, in the Italian style, from designs by Mr.

-Thomas Cook, architect, of Liverpool, and contain rooms for

the borough magistrates and the corpordtion offices, including
a council chamber, elaborately decorated with heraldic em-
blems, and containing three windows emblezoned with the arms
of the local gentry, quarter sessions court, police court, offices.
and cells, and a fire ehgine station,

The Oounty Police Station and Sessions Room, in COrawford
street, is o building of red brick, erected in 1888, and has residence
and offices for the superintendent and clerk.

‘The County Courts and Inland Revenue Offices adjoining the
?Oul%tgl Police Station are also of red brick, and were opened
n .

The Volunteer Drill Hall, Powell street, the foundation stone
of which was laid in July, 1884, by the Barl of Crawford, is a.
large building of red brick and stone in the revived Queen
Anne style, and has been erected ab a cost of about £3,000. The-
hall, opened in December, 1884, has an interior span of 75
feet, and o floor speclally designed for balls, concerts and public-
meetings; it affords stending room for 5,000 persons; attached
are armouries, magazines, offices and private rooms and the.
sergeant-major’s house, The A, B, U, D and I8 Companies of the
1st Volunteer Battalion Manchester Regiment drill in the hall;
in 1899 agsembly rooms and an equipment room were added.

The Free Public Library, Rodney street, opened May 6th, 1878,
together with the land upon which it is ereoted, was the gift of
Thomas Taylor esq. and cost upwards of £12,000, The building
is a structvre of brick with stone facings, in a modern Gothic:
style, from ths designs of Alfred Waterhouse esq. R.A. of
Yattendon, Berks, and comprises lending and reference If-
Joseph Taylor
Winnard esq. who formerly practised as o surgeon at Wigan
in the year.1873, bequeathed to the mayor for the time being
all the residue of the moneys arising from the sale and con-
version of his effects; eventually amounting to £12,000, to be
expended in the purchase of books for the library, which in
1904 contained 43,000 volumes for reference and a lending li-
brary of 15,000 volumes. The Powell Branch Boys’ Library
and Reading Room, Station rosd, presented by Sir F. S, Poweil
bart. M.P. was opened May, 1895, and contains 1,290 volumes..

Thg Baths, in Millgate, are the property of the corporation and
were erected in 1882, at o cost, including land, of about £9,000;
they are of red brick with stone dressings, from designs by Mz,
George Heaton, architect, of this town, and comprise two
swimming baths for gentlemen and one for ladies, besides twenty~
two private baths, three vapour and three slipper baths, '

Wigan and its townships are celebrated for their immense coal
formations, which extend for miles in every direction, many parts
abounding with cannel in addition to common coal and supplying
from the numerous pits large quantities of this mineral, and the
trade of Wigan is much facilitated by the railways and canals.
There are extensive oil and grease works; cobton spinning is also
largely carried on and gives employment o a grest portion of the
population, several of the mills here being among the largest in
the kingdom; ginghams and other cotton goods are made, and
there are iron forges, iron and brass foundries, railway waggou,
bolt, serew and nail works. : L

There are also extensive breweries here, four banks, a savings
bank, a theatre and two music halls, the Grand Hippodrome in
King street, opened in 1904, and holding 2,600, and the Empire
in Market place with seats for over 1,000 persons.

The Market Hall, .opened May 2lst, 1877, is & structure of
red brick with stone facings, erected at a cost of £16,000,
from the designs of the late Mr. J. I. Hunter, borough en-
gineer, and stands in the centrs of an open space, with good
approaches, '

'he Tish Market is a separate building and consists of a single
avenue with stalls on either side.
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The Royal Albert Bdward Infirmary and Dispensary, faqing
Wigan lane, opened by His Majesty the King,_then Prince
of Wales, 4th June, 1873, is an edifice of brick with Yorkshire
stepe dressings, from designs by Thomas _Worthmghon esq.
architect, of Manchester, built on the pavilion plan and is
well arranged and amply furnished. A wing was added in
1885, from designs by Messrs, Worthington and Elgood, at
the sole expense of Miss Gidlow, in memory of her sister.
A new wing for children’s wards was added in 1830 abt the
expense of J. H. Johnson esq. of Southport. In 1898 a new
mortuary, with post-mortem room and pathological museum,
was erected, and in 1894-5 a dining room for nurses was pro-
vided, and the Gidlow wing extended for the reception of 10
additional beds, at a total cost of £6,000. In 1900 an isolation
block was built, at a cost of £5,000, and in 1904 the Finsen
Light and X Rays apparatus was provided. The original
building cost £19,500, the Gidlow wing £6,000, and the chil-
dren’s wing £2,500, and there are now 143 beds; the number
of in-patients in 1904 was 1,683 and out-patients 8,399,

The poor of the parish have £185 yearly in bread and clothing
from James Brown’s charity; the poor of the township £370
yearly in bread and clothing from several charities; and there is
in addition £140 for apprenticing.

Mesnes Park, opened August 5th, 1878, by N. Eckersley esq.
of Wigan, on the north side of the town, covers an area of aboub
27 acres and the lower parb is laid out as an Italian garden, in
the centre of the park there are two semi-circular terraces, about
10 feet high; on the summit is & pavilion and at the foot of the
terrace a fountain with waterfall, rock-work &c.; the lake is well
stocked with swans and waterfowl, and from the highest point of
the park a splendid view of the surrounding country is obtained.

In the civil war Wigan took the king’e side and was often the
head quarters of James Earl of Derby K.@. one of the devete?
adherents of Xing Charles I. In 16561 this nobleman arrived from
the Isle of Man to sustain the caunse of Charles II. hut was
encountered and defeated by Colomel Lilburne in the battle of
Wigan Lane, August 25, 1661, and being taken prisoner after
the battle of Worcester, September 3 in that year, was beheaded
at Bolton on the 15th October following. In Wigan Lane fell
gir Thomas Tyldesley kt. s faithful follower of the king and the
ablest of the Royalist leaders in this county, who was shot while
scrambling through a hedge; & monumental pillar with inscrip-
tion, at the north end of the town, near the spot on which he fell,

mesley. The Manor House in Bishopgate, an ancient strue-
ture, s interesting as the temporary home, in 1745, of Charles
Edward Stuart, the young Pretender, who stayed here btwo
days, under the protection of the wife of an officer, the owner
of the mansion, who was at & neighbouring town, in the service
of the King.

The Corporation are lords of the manor.
