Boat Decking Panels
Pre-manufactured teak decking made of teak slats/frames, caulk and a NRE-Backing. With or without
holes ready to glue down on the boat. Quartersawn!

Teak
Tectona Grandis harvest from Indonesian plantations.
The teak slats are selected from slow growing, 30-50 year old logs.
EuroDesign has a FSC Certificate, meaning that the teak comes from responsible plantations and are
traceable. The rot resistance of the teak is very resistant according to the institute of wood science in
Uppsala (SLU). Even better than Burma teak.

Caulk
As standard EuroDesign use Bostic (Simson MSR deckcaulk).
Other brand like SIKA Flex and TDS are available.

NRE Backing
NRE : Fiber Reinforced Epoxy, used as a stiffener and a moist barrier.
