It takes a vision and a lot of prayer to build
and develop a seminary. We moved onto the
property in 2011. Just prior to the move, 15
engineers from Engineering Ministries
International, came to Urubamba to enable us to
develop a master plan for the seven acres of
property. EMI is a network of Christian design
professionals who develop people, design
structures, and construct facilities which serve
communities and the Church. We worked together
to develop the plan. We have added two buildings
from the master plan and now we believe God is
leading us to what we call phase Il of the master
plan. Phase | gave us living space for staff and a
carpenter’s shop with a guest room. After much
prayer and discussion we are ready for phase Il. In
this phase a dormitory would be built to provide
our students with better living conditions and free
up their present living quarters for other campus
needs. A dormitory drawing is shown on the right
and is estimated to cost $70,000.
